     With play-in games in the books, the 16-team fields for 2A boys
and girls basketball are set. First-round action begins Friday Feb.

2A BOYS
Defending champ: Rancho Solano Prep. Top 8 seeds in order:  1.
Scottsdale Christian (21-5). 2. Alchesay (30-2). 3. Globe (25-2). 4.
Thatcher (20-7). 5. Morenci (19-7). 6. St. Augustine (21-3). 7. Parker
(20-7). 8. Trivium Prep (21-6).

OUTLOOK: Scottsdale Christian suffered just one loss against a 2A
opponent and that was to Rancho Solano Prep. The Eagles
avenged that loss in the Metro Region tourney final. Coach Bob
Fredericks has a trio of leaders in seniors Ethan Spry (18 ppg, 10
reb) and Reed Myers (10 ppg) and junior Jordan Moody (14 ppg).
All have overcome past injuries to enjoy solid seasons. Alchesay fell
in the title game to Rancho Solano last year, but have proven them-
selves winning all 18 of its power-ranking games. The Falcons are
led by senior guards Kellen Parrish and Tyreck Cosay and senior
forwards Gregory Dazen and Caleb Stevens. The Falcons have six
players averaging in double figures, inlcluding the aforementioned
three. Globe brings some impressive numbers to the tourney.
Foremost is senior guard Robert Burries, the state's all-time leading
scorer with 3,315 points. Burries averages 39 points a game. The
Tigers average 84 points a game and have won 21 games in a row
with their only losses to No. 2 3A seed Valley Christian. Senior cen-
ter Daniel Widner (14 ppg) and sophomore center Cory Chee (11
ppg) complement Burries. Thatcher has four seniors leading the
charge, three of whom got a late start from football. Forward Cole
Motes the Eagles' top scorer and rebounder (15 ppg, 10 rpg), Rulon
White (13 ppg, 7 rpg), Matt Palmer (11 ppg) and Kason Crosby (10
ppg). Morenci is paced by two senior captains -- John Olmsted and
Jordan Leonard.

The Braves
feature balanced scoring led by senior Beyonce Cutter (16 ppg) and
juniors Heaven Cosen (15 ppg), Alyssa Martin (14 ppg, 9 rpg),
Cheridan Gooday (14 ppg, 6 rpg) and Aaliyah Haozous (8 ppg, 5
apg).
